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Definition of the Co-Teaching Model:

Special education staff provide direct, in-class support, instruction and assessment along with the general education teacher, to students as they learn in the regular classroom.

What Characteristics You Should See In A Co-Teaching Classroom:

· A group of students that will benefit from a collaborative teaching model

· Both teachers providing direct support or instruction to all students

· Planning is performed between regular classroom teacher and special education teacher.

· Communication is clear and continuous.

· Roles and responsibilities of staff is clearly defined regarding instruction, classroom management and assessment.
