Progress Monitoring Data Consult
Identify:

1. Student Name

2. Current Grade Level

3. Measure

4. Progress Monitor Level

Things to just notice:

*Was the baseline score below the official cut score (25th percentile)?

*Is the goal point at or below the “target” (spring 50th percentile grade level score)?

*Should we have defaulted to the “target” score as the student’s goal?

*Does the student have a minimum of 4 to 6 data points?

*Is there a gradual upward slope to the goal line?

*Is the goal line noticeably too flat or too steep?

*What was the ROI used to develop the goal; double-check?

*Are there any program or progress monitoring changes noted with a vertical phase line?

*Are errors declining, fairly consistent, or increasing?

Apply Four Point Rules:

1. Does the student have 3 to 4 consecutive data points at or above the spring 50th percentile “target”?  If so, dismiss from this intervention and progress monitoring, or move to strategic monitor.

2. Does the student have 3 to 4 consecutive data points above their goal? If so, continue intervention and progress monitoring until he/she meets dismissal criteria?
3. Does the student have 4 consecutive data points below the goal line?  Does the student have a trend line that will not intersect with his or her goal line by at least the last day of intervention and progress monitoring?  If so, schedule the student for problem solving as soon as possible to intensify the intervention.  Sufficient number of intervention sessions and minimum of 6 data points needed to document insufficient progress in an intervention.
4. If a student is being progress monitored one or more grade levels below grade level, does he or she have either: Option A.Three or four consecutive data points at or above the next season’s grade level 25th percentile or Option B.Three to four consecutive data points above his or her individual goal point?  If so, move up one level of progress monitoring.  If not, continue intervention and progress monitoring at this level.  

Analyze the trendline using predictive validity traits:
1. If the student’s trendline and goal line will intersect on or before the final day of intervention and/or progress monitoring (closes the gap), continue with intervention and progress monitoring as usual.

2. If the student’s trendline and goal line will not close or meet on or before the final day of intervention and/or progress monitoring, schedule the student for problem solving as soon as possible to intensify the intervention.  (Meets minimum number of intervention sessions and progress monitoring data points.)
