· Follow the District and Building Calendar dates for RtI Related Activity windows.
· Carefully review, with appropriate staff, the standardized administration and scoring guidelines for all Benchmark Universal Screening curriculum based measures, stressing their critical importance.  
· Utilize the district “Accuracy of Implementation Rating Scale” to ensure fidelity.
· Conduct the Benchmark during the agreed upon window.

· Score according to standardized scoring rules.

· Enter data into AIMSweb.  

· Note district approved cut scores.

· Produce “Scores and Percentiles” grade or class level distribution reports.

· Identify new students who fall below the cut score (25th percentile)

· Conduct Survey Level Assessment for students who score at or below the 10th percentile.

· Using the district approved Rates of Improvement and formula, develop individual student goals. 

· Conduct diagnostic assessment and/or error analysis for instructional planning.

· Group students with same or similar skill deficits or fragile skills.

· Plan specific and targeted instruction.  

· Select appropriately leveled materials.

· Assign appropriate interventionists to each group.

· Schedule students for weekly progress monitoring.

· Conduct intervention groups according to district guidelines (group size, amount, frequency, duration, approved personnel, etc.)

· Conduct intervention fidelity checks for each group. 
· Plan for generalization of skills to classroom learning.

· Begin progress monitoring after agreed upon number of intervention sessions have occurred.  

· Enter progress monitoring data weekly.  

· Conduct regular Progress Monitoring Data Consults after a sufficient number of intervention sessions have occurred and when a minimum of 4 data points are available.  

· Analyze and interpret individual student progress monitoring data to make informed instructional decisions using district decision making rules. 

· Identify students who will be dismissed from intervention because they have met dismissal criteria; 50th percentile spring grade level ‘target’.

· Identify students who are making sufficient progress and who are on track to meet their end of year goal (CBM predictive validity)
· Identify students whose below grade level of progress monitoring needs to be increased.

· Identify students who are not on track to meet end of year goals or who have 4 consecutive data points below the goal line.   

· Conduct data consult follow up tasks: dismiss appropriate students, change progress monitoring levels, schedule problem solving for students who are making insufficient progress.

· Plan and provide more intensive intervention for students whose progress toward their goals has been inadequate (Tier 2B research based intervention)
· Repeat grade level data consults monthly.  

· Use year long data trends to conduct program evaluation and report student achievement.
